Since that time, along with ensuring that the club runs as smoothly as 
it did before, the new board has continued with the Strategic Plan 
that the prior leadership set out three years ago whereby the 
operations of the newly -merged club would gradually join where 
practicable.  As an extension of those efforts, the Board of Directors 
has created a Position Des cription for an Executive Director, whose 
charter would be to lead the club to further operational excellence, 
ensuring the club's sustainability and future success.

Staff Shout-out -- Many thanks to our outs tanding staff members for all of their many 
contributions .  Without the long hours, unceasing effort, and unwavering commitment 
that James Davies, Carol Stephens, and Mike LeClare put into their jobs, we could not 
provide the quality soccer  experience that we do to the kids of this club -- thank you all!  
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At  the last strategy meeting for the Broomfield Junior Soccer 
Club (BSC), the board, staff, and several members of the club 
convened to work on the third year of our 3 -year strategic plan.  
ItÕs been a while since that meeting, and I thought IÕd share 
some o f the highlights.  

While we validated our current strategy and reported on the 
progress of our strategic initiatives - joining the recreational and 
competitive sides of the club under one board and one 
governing document was one initiative completed in 2009  - we 

focused much of the dayÕs energy on looking forward.  This included what core values we 
subscribe to as a club, and what the vision of the club should be.  

Let me take the last point first.  The participants at the meeting had a healthy discussion 
ab out what the vision of the club should be -- we had a mission that was fairly well defined:   

… to provide developmental and competitive youth soccer opportunities that enhance 

character, community, and love of the game of soccer. BJSC will promote technical and 

tactical soccer skills, physical and mental development, self-confidence, teamwork, and 

respect of self and others, all within the spirit of the game. 

The vision needed to identify the ÔtotalityÕ of the club -- something that may be unachievable, 
ye t something to which each of us in the club could aspire. While we tabled the actual 
definition during the meeting itself, we committed to adopting a vision within the following 
weeks.  After a deadline -inspired creative burst, the board adopted a simple, yet powerful, 
vision that speaks not only to the player -members in the club, but to all those involved in the 
leadership of the club, too.  The vision that we adopted was:  

Honor the Game. Believe in Yourself. Play with Passion. Achieve your Dreams. 

Or perhaps more simply:  

Honor. Believe. Play. Achieve 

Our function as a club is to help our members do just that - whether youÕre a player, a parent, 
a coach or a board member - we want all our constituents to achieve their dreams. Our 
directive is to help yo u achieve your dreams within the context of learning and loving the 
game of soccer. However, itÕs also much broader than soccer.  We hope to instill life skills that 
can be carried over to all facets of our life. Honor. Believe. Play (or do). Achieve. Whet her 
weÕre discussing soccer, academics, a job, or other life pursuit, these four fundamentals, 
applied appropriately and intentionally, will serve us well in achieving our goals.
