Tier C

Intended for kids and parents who enjoy soccer, but who are not
ready to dedicate additional time for practices, training, and travel,
Two sixty-minute weekday practices/week;

Larger field and larger goal;

Target Team Size = 12;

Games typically played on Saturdays;

Teams play in Flatirons Interleague C Flight; and

Flatirons league includes clubs in North Metro area (Westminster,
Longmont, Thornton, Boulder, Arvada, etc.) and travel beyond

Middle League U9
Tier B

Intended for kids & parents who want a higher level of competition
and training. They are willing to invest additional time for practice,
training, and travel;

2 ninety-minute weekday practices/week;

Target Team Size = 12

Many teams have third practice (run by coach) or training session
(run by outside trainer) during week;

Typically play in at least one tournament during the year;

Teams play in the Flatirons Interleague B Flight;

Games typically played on Saturdays; and

Flatirons League includes clubs in north metro area (Westminster,
Longmont, Thornton, Boulder, Arvada, etc.) and travel beyond
Broomfield for Away games.



Middle League (U9)
Tier A or CYS Cross Quad

Intended for players and parents who want the highest level of
competition and training with a focus on preparing for Blast. They are
willing to invest additional time for practice, training, and travel. Kids
often play year-round with summer camps, tournaments, and winter
indoor;

2-3 ninety-minute weekday practices/week;

Target Team Size = 12

Teams have third practice (run by coach) or training session (run by
outside trainer) during each week;

Teams typically play in multiple tournaments during the year;

Games are usually on Saturdays, but some are on Sunday and/or
weekdays;

Tier A or CYS Cross Quad - Page |l

Teams play in either the Flatirons Interleague A Flight or CYS Cross
Quad;

Flatirons Interleague includes clubs in North Metro area, including
Westminster, Longmont, Thornton, Boulder, and Arvada;

CYS Cross Quad is intended for higher-level players/teams. Games
are played against clubs across the state, such as from Pueblo,
Colorado Springs, and Denver South Metro; and

Coaches, Age Group Coordinator, and Middle League Director work
together to make determination on whether teams will play Flatirons
Interleague or Cross Quad.

Club guidance

Listen to your coach, or the coaches from the U8 Mixer. We have players best and
long term interest in mind. Parental ambition should not be a deciding factor.

Ask how your player performs today...not what you think he/she could become if
they had a better team, coach, experience, etc.

Don’t get caught up in levels and attaching prestige to higher levels. This is about
player development and player happiness. We don’t want any player miserable
because they are in over or under their ability

A player in C today, doesn’t mean they can’t be at the highest level when they are
13 years old. Also, a top player today won’t necessarily be a top player tomorrow.
Focus on skill and development!!!!

If you are a top Broomfield team at US8..but have never played outside of
Broomfield (tournaments for example) be conservative. Start at Tier B or Cross
Quad Bronze and work your way up.

If you attend tournaments and typically perform well, consider Tier A or Cross-

Quad play.



What is the U8 MIXER?

THIS IS NOT A TRY-OUT, A DRAFT, A TEAM BALANCING EXERCISE, A SCOUTING
REPORT OR ANYTHING OF THE SORT.

Small sided game environment with very little coach interaction.

Players will be free to play and showcase their skills against other BSC players
from the age group over 2 days.

Coaches on hand to give objective/honest feedback to parents regarding
where they believe a player should register. -*
